	[bookmark: _GoBack]Re-Start is a partnership between SNAP Financial Access, a subsidiary of Spokane’s Community Action Agency, along with Employment Securities Division, the one-stop employment center, Open Gate, a prisoner re-entry program, Fulcrum Mentoring Services, the Spokane County Sheriff’s Department and at least seven community organizations. The project seeks to reduce recidivism in the Central Spokane community by providing wrap-around services including employment, vocational training, mentoring, housing, mental health and substance abuse treatment, community resources, and legal services. The project design will have a case manager directing, referring, and encouraging a participant through the community/partner resources with the goal of employment. Employment based incentives and tools for employment such as uniform, bus passes,  and job tools, will be provided to reduce barriers and increase job retention. It is time to provide a real second chance for ex-offenders in our community.

	Proposed outcomes:
	The goal of this program is to provide the employment services and the necessary support services for ex-offenders to become successfully employed and integrated into the community. Outcomes include:
1. Recruit 404 participants that are soon to be released or recently released from area correctional facilities.
2. Provide GED/diploma, certification or occupational skills training to 50% and have 30% attain a degree or certificate
3. Job development and placement services for every participant, including self-employment when appropriate. We will have 60% of participants placed in a job and 70% will retain their employment for 6 months.
4. Maintain recidivism rate of under 22% for participants.
5. Provide mentoring for 60% of participants to provide the mental and emotional support necessary to overcome the obstacles and be successful in employment and life.
