	Employment opportunities to reduce recidivism: Enrolled individuals will have access to a full array of on-site, wrap-around services for intensive job readiness training as well as job placement, retention, and replacement services. Case managers will work with individuals on developing and monitoring employment plans. Successful completion of the job readiness workshop, individuals will be assigned personal account managers to assist in job search and placement. 
Vocational training: Individuals will have the opportunity to apply and enroll in one of two vocational training programs to acquire additional hard skills needed in either Green Jobs or Food Services sectors. Each of these programs are 6-week intensive courses, including a 2-week sector-specific job readiness workshop to instill a basic set of skills needed to be prepared for these high-demand industries. These workshops will feature a speaker series conducted by industry experts, and afford individuals with an opportunity to shadow industry leaders for on-site experience. The remaining 4-weeks of the vocational workshops will include hands-on training and acquiring of nationally-recognized credentials to maximize employability. 
Educational interventions: In addition to vocational training, individuals will also have the opportunity to participate in our on-site Adult Basic Education and GED programs, as well as our computer literacy workshops. Individuals interested in pursuing higher education will have access to College Initiative for advisement. 
Mentoring to support reintegration: Enrolled individuals will have the opportunity to work with Career Gear’s program, MAST (Mentoring: Advancement, Success, and Transition). During this 24-week program, individuals will obtain additional support with financial literacy, wellness, parenting, and workplace evaluation.

	Each year, we will serve 202 individuals in total and enroll 202 participants in post-release services. Specifically, 130 individuals per year (260 total) will complete post-release job-readiness. 80 participants (160 total) will go through hard skills vocational training in either Green or Culinary-sectors, while 50 (100 total) will focus on immediate employment; and 100 (200 total) will be places in jobs each year.
